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KCC welcomes new staff memeber

Ke l logg  Communi ty
College has hired a service that
employs Border Collies
to move geese out of
populated areas on the
campus.

The Border Collie
assigned to KCC, Coy,
was trained in California
and was purchased by the
Brickman Group, a landscaping
and ground main-tenance
company. A year and a half ago
Pfizer Phar-maceutical asked
the Brickman Group to look
into the use of Border Collies
to help control where the geese
were roaming. Coy came
trained to specifically to patrol
geese. ÒShe makes them fly,Ó said
handler Craig Arms. When they
do not move she will stand next
to the geeseÑbut she never
touches them.

A demonstration of CoyÕs
ability was held in the grassy area
of the circle drive for a small
gathering of school ad-
ministrators. Three geese were
wandering the grounds. Coy was
released from her leash and was
across the lawn in a flash, moving
the geese into the pond. One

observer in the crowd said ÒShe
looks like she had Starbucks this
morning!Ó Arms is careful to
direct Coy to herd geese so they
will not fly into roads and traffic.

The use of Border
Collies is becoming more
widespread. Airports, recreational
areas, school yards and golf
courses are using dogs to move
geese. Border Collies are natural
herders and can be trained to
herd specific animals. Under the
Migratory Bird Treaty Act of
1916 Canadian Geese cannot be

injured or killed. Herding is a
humane way to direct the birds

out of undesired areas.
D i r e c t o r  o f

Institutional Facilities
John DiPierro said that
the geese are being
herded into specific areas
to avoid the tracking of
geese fecal matter into
the buildings. Add-
itionally, the geese tend
to get aggressive during
nesting times. ÒWe
would like to have them
not lay eggs,Ó said Arms.
ÒOnce they have babies
I typically stop chasing.Ó
DiPierro confirmed that
 KCC wants herding to
stop once goslings

arrive.
CoyÕs service is part of a

package for ground main-
tenance on campus. The
Brick-man Group will patrol
the campus 20 hours a week
at a rate of $45 an hour. They
will run Coy during the
spring and fall migrating
seasons. The rates are a
bargain when considering
that having one goose
physically removed from the
property in a humane way
cost $45 per bird.

ÒThey are smart birds,Ó
notes Chip Chioda of the
Brickman Group. The birds will
become conditioned to gather in
areas designated as safe. These
areas are the pond in the Circle
Drive and around the Linear Park
pond. Coy and Arms will vary
the times and days they herd as
the geese quickly learn when they
can roam the grounds freely.

At the demonstration, with
her mission accomplished, Coy
quietly returned to her handlerÕs
side, keeping a keen eye on the
grounds. Her ears perked at the
sound of geese honking awaiting
the command for her to tend to
the geese. Look for Coy to begin
working October 1.

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K C C  C o m m u n i t y  H e a l t h  F a i r  b r i n g s
awareness to the Eastern Academic Center

On September 22, the
Eastern Academic Center hosted
a health career and wellness fair
and blood drive. The event
featured organizations such as
Oaklawn Hospital, the American
Cancer Society, Tendercare, an
underage drinking awareness
group, a tobacco prevention
group, the Albion Health Care
Alliance, the Albion Health and
Wellness Committee, the
American Red Cross, and an
Albion College group that
brought materials from a research
study on sleep deprivation.

The event, which is likely to

become an annual event for
the area, is an important part of
an effort to bring career
opportunit ies and health
awareness to the Albion
community and surrounding
area. Patrons of the health fair
could be tested for cholesterol,
b lood sugar,  and other
conditions. Many were able to
receive information on area
organizations through which they
could volunteer in community
health or receive information
about treatment for various
ailments. For example, the
Tobacco Prevention of Albion
was successful in making many
aware of the deadly effects of
cigarettes on the smoker and

those surrounding him or her.
Another  thought  to

mentioned is the fact that the
American Red Cross hosted a
blood drive at the Eastern
Academic Center and received a
great deal of patronage from area
residents. Nineteen successful
units of blood were received and
many more individuals attempted
to donate. Of these nineteen
units, eleven units were from first-
time donors. These units of blood
will be important for the depleted
reserves of the Michigan blood
bank.

Many area eateries also
donated food to the event
including ArbyÕs and DominoÕs.
People who would like further

information about their health,
healthcare coverage, or health
careers are encouraged to attend
the next annual Community
Health Fair and actively seek the
other opportunities that are
available in the area.

A common theme through-
out the health fair was the
sobering theme of a low im-
portance on health and wellness.
According to one health fair
participant, ÒMany people neglect
their health and give in to the
temptations of lethargy and
unhealthy living.Ó

Radio coverage prior to and
during the event helped to
promote the importance of health
in the area. The rock station

104.9 fm broadcasted live from
the event while Colin McCaleb,
the director of the Eastern
Academic Center, actively
shuttled patrons to the event even
in poor weather.

Many received important
information at this health fair,
but it is important to note that
the follow-through of event
participants on maintaining
adequate health will be the true
measure of this fairÕs success.

6. What message would you
give to students or faculty from
your struggle?

If you are a heavy person and
have tried all of the diets out
there, I would try to exercise so
that even if you do not look
physically fit you will be on the
inside. For people who are
overweight or are suffering from
some form of addiction, I would
try to modify your behavior.

This is what has worked for me.
It is when you make unrealistic
or sweeping changes that your
behavior change fails. This same
thing applies to procrastination
and addiction to alcohol. Overall,
though, be comfortable with who
you are.

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Six questions for Pam

Pam Feeney is an instructor
in KCCÕs Arts and Com-
munications Department who
teaches English 120 and 151. In
an inspiring story, Feeney, who
suffered from obesity, summoned
the courage and persistence to
lose an incredible amount of
weight. All of us suffer from
addictions of some form or are
unable to overcome certain things
in our lives. It is Pam FeeneyÕs
story and her candor that can
help us better understand how
to make and keep the resolutions
that we follow.
1. What  gave you the
motivation to make the change
that you did?

[Originally,] The only
reason that I decided to lose
the weight was medical. I
was told by my doctor that
I would have ten yearsÑ
at bestÑto live. I had
developed type 2 diabetes,
heart disease, and arthritis.
I was uncomfortable and
I wanted to be able to see
my two sons find me two
daughters-in-law.
2. How did you lose the weight?

I tried every diet and exercise
routine there was to lose my extra
weight, but none worked until I
elected to get gastric bypass
surgery. This surgery involved
bypassing part of my stomach to

my small intestines, and it helped
me to become one-hundred
pounds lighter. Many look at this
surgery as the easy way out, but
it required exercise and careful
eating afterward. I found myself
not physically needing to eat, but
having a Ômental hungerÕ.
3. Why do you believe that you
became obese?

I believe that it was genetic.
One of four children, I was the
only one raiding the candy [jar].
Later, I was not eating too much
more than other people my age,
and I still gained weight. I never
allowed myself to eat the candy
bar. I would feel guilty when I
would eat, which may have hurt
me in the end.

4. What adversity did you
suffer while obese?

Heavy people have to have
a thick skin. People judge your
intelligence, drive, and many
