
T h e  W. K .  K e l l o g g
Foundation along with the Battle
Creek Community Foundation
developed the Legacy Scholars
Program for the foundation’s
75th Anniversary.  W. K. Kellogg
believed that “education provides
the greatest opportunity for
rea l l y  improv ing  one
generation over another.”
The Legacy Scholars
Program recognizes that all
children have promise
and potential but that
barriers, financial and
otherwise make it
difficult for a lot of
children to rise to that
potential and to fulfill

that promise.  This program
wants to dramatically improve
the life circumstances for Battle
Creek area children facing these
barriers.

A $4 million endowment has
been established to ensure that
funding of scholarships will
continue not only for this 75th
Anniversary, but also for many

years to come.
 The way the
p r o g r a m
works is that
five hundred
students are
nominated at
the end of

their fifth-grade year to receive a
two-year college scholarship that
they will be awarded upon
graduating from high school.
In the spring of 2005, caring

area adults, parents, counselors,
teachers, coaches, pastors, men-
tors and others in the community
nominated the five hundred
students. In order to have  been

considered for selection, students
must be enrolled in Battle Creek
Public Schools or the Lakeview
School District at the beginning
of their sixth-grade year and they
must remain in the district until
they graduate.

The major application areas
considered are for kids who face
barriers.  They might come from
single parent homes where there
is only enough money to get by
and not a chance for college; they

may come from foster homes
where the state and county don’t
pay enough for the child’s basic
needs and will definitely not
provide any money for college;

they could live
with e lder ly
grand-parents
who are  on
social security
and don’t have
enough money

to send them to college.  These
are not the only things considered
but these are some of the barriers
area students face.

Between sixth-grade and
graduation, the students that are
selected participate in the
“Legacy Scholars Program.” The
program supplies resources and
support for the students involved.
 The students are tracked through
high school and given incentives

community’s Battle Creek Reads
One Book, One Community
program. The program is made
up of a steering committee with
representatives from the Battle
Creek Public School system, the
Batt le  Creek Downtown
Partnership, Willard Library, the
C o m m u n i t y  L i t e r a c y
Collaborative, Barnes & Noble,
St. Thomas Episcopal Church,
the Battle Creek Enquirer, the
W.K. Kellogg Foundation, the
W.J.  Schroer  Market ing
Company, a local public
relations consultant and a retired
educator.

Battle Creek Reads is a
community-wide reading pro-
gram designed to allow people
to interact through a shared
reading experience. The program

was developed about 4-5 years
ago in Seattle and was called One
Book, One Community.  The
committee chooses a book and
everyone in the community has
the chance to read the same book.
 Members of the com-munity also
have the opportunity to
participate in a variety of events
such as book discussion groups,
a visit with the author and other
fun activities. The event began
on January 12th and will continue
through March 2,  2006.

The goals of the program are
to bring the people of the
community together through the
shared experience of reading the
same book; to encourage the
community to read for pleasure;
to foster  discuss ion and
interaction among different
segments of the community; and
last but not least to have fun
throughout the community.

The first book chosen to start
the program for our community
is “Pay It Forward” by Catherine

Ryan Hyde. The
book is about a
12-year old boy
named Trevor
McKinney who is
given an extra
c red i t  Soc i a l
Studies assign-
ment. The assign-
ment calls for
Trevor to “Think
of an idea for
world change,
and put it into
action.” Trevor
decides that for
his project he will
do something
good for three
people and in
exchange he will
ask them to “pay
it forward” in
essence do the
same for three
more people so
that nine people
get helped. Those
