KCC Journalism class enjoys trip to Cleveland

The KCC Journalism
Club, under the direction of
Mr. Ron Davis, visited the
Cleveland Plain Dealer
Newspaper on Friday, March
24th. The group also toured the
Rock and Roll Hall of Fame
prior to returning to Battle
Creek.

It was a valuable experience
for the group to see what a large,
daily newspaper atmosphere is
like. Upon arrival, Margie
Frazier led the group
throughout various areas of the
newspaper. However, probably
the most memorable part of the
tour was the opportunity to sit

in the meeting room and listen
to what stories were being
worked on. First there was the
Assistant Metro Editors
reporting topics and
information found by their
reporters. Next came the
Managing Editors with all
department heads. It was noted
that approximately eight
reporters work under each
editor and a total of about 150
reporters work at the paper.

The atmosphere in the
meeting room seemed relaxing
and even joking and sarcastic
at times which was nice to see
in such a big establishment.
For example, the sports “guy”
suggested that “Maybe the
Cavs will come from behind

to beat another losing team!”

Frazier said that
“approximately 550 to 600
mistakes are in the paper a year;
we would like to cut it down,
but it’s always going to be
there.” Frazier also stressed some
values for aspiring journalists
such as being dedicated to your
job. “Working at a newspaper
can be fun, but it also requires
a lot of research, hours of
looking up data and the ability
to obtain information to write
about.” She stated that Google
could be a good start to provide
important leads to stories.

Another important aspect
to the newspaper is advertising.
At the Plain Dealer the
approximate ads to news ratio

is usually around 50%, but it
was mentioned that at times it
could exceed 60% ads.
Sunday’s normally run about
58% while it runs about 51%
during the week. Ads are
important to keep the paper
going.

Several ideas were
addressed in closing to the
group, “Learn how to tell
a story, Learn how to dig
up a good story, Explain
complicated things to
make them simple, and
Have an outward view
of things.”

Prior to leaving the
facility, Frazier
stated, “News
constantly changes

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BC Sound Venue Attracts Area Teens

Local teenagers now have a
place where they can enjoy
live music, dancing, and food-
in an alcohol-and smoke-free
environment.

“We wanted to create a safe
place for teens to come without
the pressure that they might get
at other events,” says Sharon
Johnson, co-owner of the BC
Sound Venue.

The venue opened in
November of last year, and has
since showcased many bands
from the Battle Creek area.
Johnson describes the local music
scene as “very talented and
diverse,” including styles such as
ska, emo, classic rock, and punk.
Among the featured bands
are Dali Rocket and Pink
Malloy and the Midnight
Thrashers, all of which include
KCC students.

On April 7, The 8th Grade
(as in the band, not the class of
2010) played a show at the venue.
The band recently performed on
the soundtrack for a movie called
“Kalamazoo?” which opened in
Battle Creek on April 8th.

Other bands that have played

at the venue include Mild Peril,
Oceans of Regret, oneyecry, and
Fire on the Mountainside.

In addition to hosting live
music on Fridays, the venue has
a teen dance night on Saturdays
and family karaoke on Sundays
and Mondays. Activities that
take place at BC Sound Venue
are governed largely by
the kids who go there.

Johnson
says, “We have
basically turned
the venue over
to them to
decide the
direction we
will go,
they

run the
contests, they
picked the food
and drinks we
have, they are
planning on
painting the entry
way, the floor etc. It
is really their place.”
