Degree and Certificate Requirements

Requirements

Candidates for a degree or certificate from
Kellogg Community College must meet the
following specific requirements:

1. An associate degree requires successful
completion of a minimum of 62 credit
hours with a cumulative grade point aver-
age of 2.0 or higher.

2. Certificates will be awarded to students
who complete the required course work
with a cumulative grade point average of
2.0 or higher.

3. To earn an associate degree, at least 24
credit hours must be successfully com-
pleted at KCC.

4. A maximum of 60% of the credit hours
required for a degree or certificate may
be documented and transferred to KCC.

5. An associate degree requires successful
completion of General Education Core
courses as specified in the program
requirements, assuring the accomplish-
ment of the College’s General Education
Core outcomes.

Students graduating under the 2012-
2013 Catalog or thereafter, who obtain an
Associate in Arts, Science, General Studeis,
International Studies, International Studies,
or Criminal Justice will be required to com-
plete a Service Learning experience.
